Responding to bullying incidents


Bullying Incident





Remove bully if still with victim





Gather the facts from all involved





Inform parents/carers





Ensure all parties including parents/carers are informed of the action taken and encourage further communication as required.





Consideration should be given to the following: The safety of all parties involved, eg: the appropriateness of exclusion/removal of individuals.  The needs of the main protagonists. The responsibility of bystanders and colluders for their actions.  Appropriate sanctions.  Strategies for resolution, peer mediation, Restorative Justice and no blame.





Set in motion your anti-bullying procedures





Ensure the incident is recorded





Seek medical attention





Consider the need to involve the police Refer to information





Inform parents/carers as appropriate
