• Introduce energy 

monitors for each 
class. 

• Create light switch and 

device switch off 

stickers. 

• Fewer lights and projectors left 

on unnecessarily. 

• Pupils develop responsible 
energy habits. 

• School should reduce energy 

use.

Biodiversity 

and School 

Grounds. 

• Survey areas for 

potential planting, bug 
hotels or bird feeders. 

• Create a mini plan for 

improving school 

biodiversity. 

• Begin planting seeds or 
preparing areas for 

growth. 

• Increased biodiversity over 

school grounds over time. 

• Pupils show pride in caring for 
school nature areas.

Litter 

Campaign 

• Identify litter hot spots 

and possible causes. 

• Set up litter picking 
duty at breaktimes. 

• Create anti litter poster 

and lead an assembly. 

• Reduce playground litter. 

• Whole school behaviour around 

litter improves.

Water 

conservation 

• Check for dripping 

taps or toilets that 
keep on flushing. 

• Less water wasted by pupils 

during handwashing. 

• Dripping taps are reported and 
fixed where possible. 



• Add reminders near 

taps and sinks.

community 

• Prepare a whole 
school assembly or 

video. 

• Draft a newsletter 

which can be shared 
with parents and 

governors.
