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· Charles Darwin is credited with creating the theory of evolution.
· Evolution is a theory in biology that states that different types of plants, animals, and other living things on Earth have originated from existing things that have adapted and developed new traits to survive in an ever-changing environment.

· Natural selection is a process where organisms better adapted to their environment and tend to survive and produce more offspring which also have the same adaptations.

Geography
Following on from our work on habitats, population change and renewable energy, we will be investigating how to make our local area more environmentally friendly. We will be undertaking field work in the local area to assess the negative impact we may be having and creating plans for how to make the local area more environmentally friendly in a sustainable way.

RE
.Our RE title this term is ‘What does it mean if Christians believe that God is loving and holy?’ During these lessons we will investigate various Christian texts and ideas regarding God being loving. We will also look into holy Christians put their beliefs into practice with actions other than prayer and applying these ideas to our own lives.
Art
In Art this term, Otter class will be looking at 3D sculpture investigating a variety of creative mediums culminating in them creating their very own fossil.

Maths
This term in maths, we will be revising all the skills we have learned throughout the year. Sessions will be split into arithmetic and reasoning with children spending more time on one or the other, depending on their ability and confidence. Children will also be given time to work on areas of their maths learning that they feel like they need to practice. 
PSHE
Our PSHE topic for this term is titled ‘being my best’. We will focus on wellbeing, their aspirations for the near future and beyond and what they can do to reach these aspirations. As well as this, we will discuss and explore the new risks they may face with regards to their transition to secondary school.
Writing
Our focus for this term will be independence and creativity. Children will explore their own ideas and interests in creating a short story based on their own favourite book. Alongside this, we will have a poetry focus with the children writing their own free verse poem and performing poems by their favourite poets.

Reading
This term we will continue to promote a love of reading alongside comprehension. While we will still be focusing on our ‘vipers’ skills, we will have more of a focus on answering multi mark questions, using past SAT’s texts to help prepare for their assessments.
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
