RE
Our RE unit for term 6 is titled ‘How does faith help people when life gets hard’. PSHE
Our unit for this term is ‘growing and changing’. We will be discussing various ‘changes’ that may occur both physical, mental and social, investigating how the media can help or hinder these changes and also look into the science of puberty making sure children understand that the changes their bodies will go through/are going through are completely normal, directing them to trusted adults if they have any worries or concerns.
Outdoor learning
In outdoor learning, the class will be planning, designing and creating their own legacy project. Alongside Carrie, the class will be using a variety of tools such as hammers, knives and saws to create their group project which will be left for future classes to enjoy.

Maths
This term, Otter class will continue to practice our core maths skills but will also complete a variety of maths challenges applying their maths skills to practical tasks such as designing a zoo, creating their own music festival and completing safe cracking games.

Writing
In term 6, children will be given the opportunity to master their own creative writing style. The will be able to pick a book and write an original sequel/prequal story alongside writing a poem to go alongside their story. Linking to art, children will also be creating the front and back cover for their story.  
Science
Term 6’s science unit builds on previous Geography learning surrounding our environment by exploring climate change from a scientific viewpoint. We will look at various types of pollution, and how it effects various environments as well as the living organisms that reside there. 
Reading
This term we will have a dual focus with time spent developing a ‘love of reading’ within the class alongside practicing core VIPERS skills focusing primarily on inference, vocabulary and explanation.
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
